FASTENAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS OF PARTICIPATION

All Vendors participating in the Industrial and Construction Expo (Trade Show) sponsored by Fastenal Company (“Fastenal”) will be subject to the following Terms and Conditions of Participation. 

1.   All Vendors will be assigned designated booths, at Fastenal’s discretion, to display their products, goods or services.  All displays shall be presented in a reasonable manner, consistent with the theme of the Trade Show.  Any exotic or excessive displays of noise, fumes, liquids, light or debris and models require the prior approval of Fastenal.  Those items approved will be displayed in a designated area.   
2.  
Each Vendor will be solely responsible for any costs and expenses associated with the set-up, assembly, display, and removal of any equipment or materials used or maintained in their designated booths.  The Vendor will be responsible for any damage or cost of repairs to the designated booth area or the Trade Show facility caused by the importing, assembly or removal of equipment or materials by the Vendor.  Any equipment or materials rented or leased from the Trade Show facility by the Vendor must be fully paid, prior to the date of departure.  

3. Fastenal and the Trade Show facility will not be responsible for any lost, stolen, damaged or destroyed goods or materials of the Vendor (including its representatives) maintained in or around the designated booth.   Reasonable security will be provided at the Trade Show facility; however, each Vendor is solely responsible for any goods or materials imported into the Trade Show facility.  

4. Any Fastenal customer information presented or disclosed to the Vendor during the Trade Show will be considered Fastenal Confidential Information.  The Vendor will provide such Confidential Information to its employees on a need to know basis and the Confidential Information will only be utilized by the Vendor to promote Fastenal or enhance Fastenal’s relationship with its customers.  Vendor is prohibited from utilizing Fastenal Confidential Information to solicit or provide, unilaterally or through a third party, Vendor’s products to such Fastenal customers attending the Trade Show, unless with written permission of Fastenal.      

5. All Vendors will follow and adhere to any Rules or Regulations of the Trade Show facility, regardless if such Rules and Regulations have been forwarded to a Vendor.   Under no circumstances will a Vendor import any toxic or harmful chemicals, flammable materials (helium, propane, kerosene or related flammable gases) or similar hazardous materials into the Trade Show facility.  Failure to follow any Rules and Regulations may subject the Vendor to immediate ejection from the Trade Show by Fastenal or the Trade Show management.  Vendor will be solely and exclusively responsible for any fines, penalties, damages or losses that caused by or attributed to Vendor’s, its employees, representatives or agents, failure to follow such Rules and Regulations. 
6. Any delay in or cancellation of the Trade Show, if occasioned by fire, explosion, flood, earthquake, war, riots, insurrection, civil disturbance, accident, storm, labor shortages or strikes due to labor disputes, acts of government, or any act of God, or any other causes of like kind which are beyond the reasonable control of Fastenal shall not subject Fastenal to any liability to Vendor.  

7. IN NO EVENT WILL FASTENAL BE LIABLE TO THE VENDOR FOR ANY SPECIAL, INDIRECT, INCIDENTAL, CONSEQUENTIAL OR EXEMPLARY DAMAGES IN CONNECTION WITH OR ARISING OUT OF THE TRADE SHOW, WHETHER BASED ON TORT OR BREACH OF CONTRACT OR OTHER BASIS, EVEN IF IT HAS BEEN ADVISED OF THE POSSIBILITY OF SUCH DAMAGES.

8. Vendor agrees to hold Fastenal harmless and indemnify them for any claim, action, damage, expense or liability, including reasonable attorney’s fees arising out the negligent, willful or intentional actions of Vendor, its employees, agents or representatives, related to its participation in the Trade Show.       

9. Vendor will timely submit payment to Fastenal for the participation fee or charge associated with Vendor’s participation in the Trade Show.  The participation fee or charge is non-refundable and is payable to Fastenal, regardless of the Vendor’s actual participation in the event.  In the event the Vendor fails to submit payment when due, Fastenal has the right to setoff such payment obligations against any fees, dues or payments, which Fastenal may be obligated to the Vendor.  In addition, Fastenal reserves the right to charge 18% per annum (1.5% monthly) on any unpaid participation fees or charges until such items are paid in full.  Vendor agrees to pay Fastenal, to the extent permitted by applicable law, all costs and expenses, including reasonable attorney’s fees, incurred by Fastenal in connection with any collection activities or actions to collect the unpaid participation fee or charge.
10. We will not allow supplier partners or sales representative agencies to coordinate group sessions on the exhibit floor or escort personnel from booth to booth.  We have also implemented measures to protect against the unauthorized use of hospitality suites and parties hosted by non-exhibiting companies (this includes sales representative agencies and their employees).  The purpose of the expo is the free flow of said personnel to walk the expo and visit supplier partners that they feel will help grow their business.  Exhibitors are encouraged to immediately report all infractions of this policy observed during the course of the event to Expo Management. We thank you for your cooperation and continued support.
11. Show guidelines for competitor supplier/products:

· No supplier is to take competitive products from another booth without consent from the supplier that is representing that booth.

· No supplier shall demonstrate against competitive product from another supplier that is in attendance at the show. Competitive testing against non-partner Fastenal suppliers is preferred. 

· No supplier shall verbally, or in print, slander a competitive supplier that is in attendance at the show. Suppliers shall demonstrate, and promote their products based on the merit of those products. 
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
